It is our pleasure to present you the proceedings of the PhD Symposium co-located 
with ICTERI 2019, the Fifteenth International Conference on Information and Com-
munication Technologies in Education, Research, and Industrial Applications: Inte-
gration, Harmonization, and Knowledge Transfer.
